Dear Senator NAME, 

I am writing to ask that you support and co-sponsor S. 158, critical legislation that allows U.S. manufacturers expanded access to the use of industrial development bonds (IDBs).  S. 158 expands the use of tax-exempt IDBs by local governments to finance the expansion of small to medium sized, local companies in high-tech industries. This legislation will have a positive impact on job creation, and I also respectfully request that you ask Senator Max Baucus to include S. 158 in the stimulus package.

The proposed change would allow for companies who produce both tangible and intangible property to use IDBs. The changing U.S. economy is providing new and exciting employment opportunities in the area of software development and biotechnology. Traditional tax-exempt bond finance programs operated by state and local finance agencies do not extend to these important and growing sectors of the manufacturing economy.

As such, we also urge that you ask Senator Max Baucus to include this legislation in the forthcoming stimulus package.
